Teacher asks about the homework and encourages all for their attempt.
Distributes chart paper of size 6 cms X 6 cms.   Asks them to cut four small circles.   Asks them how they will arrange four fruits as per conditions given.


Teacher says   A SHOPKEEPER  HAS APPLE, BANANA, CARROT AND DRUMSTICK.  APPLE AND CARROT CAN’T BE KEPT TOGETHER. DRUMSTICK AND  BANANA ALSO CAN’T BE KEPT SIDE BY SIDE.  HE HAS A LONG BENCH WHERE ALL CAN BE ARRANGED.  HOW WILL YOU ARRANGE THEM?
Children write A, B, C and D.   Arrange, rearrange and come up with solutions.   Teacher encourages all.  Teacher says , “TRY! TRY! SHOW YOU CAN WIN!”     This is repeated every time the children succeed.

Problems are looking for solutions.  We have to find a way out.


Children are told about stories of water problem between states and asked to find solutions.  Children are told about flood situations and asked to find solutions.  Children are encouraged to come out with school problems and domestic problems.  They are encouraged to find solutions also.  All solutions however comical, are accepted and never scoffed at.

Children will find three problems that always trouble their parents or neighbours or children in the locality.  They will also give solutions.  Don’t laugh.  The innocent mind can come up with a brilliant suggestion for garbage removal or cleanliness or drinking water or toilet facilities.


Teacher writes on the blackboard:

                          A Place for Each and Each in Its Place


Two groups are formed.  10 to 15 identical things as listed in materials needed are collected and kept piled up on a table in two heaps.  One child from each group is selected as a manager and instructed to sit near the table.  Teacher sits equidistant from both the group and calls out for things.  Children pick up the article show t teacher and bring back to leave on table.

Children form two columns in front of the table facing the table in V formation.   Teacher sits opposite to the table and near the tail of the columns.   The things are kept as a heap in one part of the table and manager only sees to it that things don’t fall down.  On the other part the manager keeps them in order.  When children bring back he/ she receives and keeps in original place. Children wait for teacher’s call.   Teacher says :  SHARPENER.  The two children in the head of the queue rush to the table pick up the thing go to teacher show and return the article to the table. As soon as one of the child completes task and returns to the tail of the queue, teacher calls out LEAF.  So on. Finally after all the things are called out we find a team emerging as winner.   The team that piles up things takes longer time and the team that keeps in order does the work faster.

Orderliness makes life easy

Children stand in one single circle.  One of the child names one article (PENCIL).  Second child names that article and adds another (PENCIL, SHARPENER).  The third child names both articles and adds third one and so on.  The team members of organized arrangement are able to name all articles and the other team members only add what they carried.  Orderliness helps us remember our tasks.   Discuss where they keep their books at home.  Do they search for pencils in the morning when they start for school.

Children check how mother keeps utensils in the kitchen.  How are provisions arranged?  How does father keep his things?  Who is more orderly at home?  How are things kept in school? How children can improve their orderliness?


Teacher writes on the blackboard:                         
Together We Stand;
Divided We Fall

Children stand in a circle and teacher also joins them.  The ball of rope is thrown criss-cross across the circle. When all the people have called out the string forms a network.  The rope is held tight without a slag.  The plastic ball is put on the net and rolled from side to side.

Teacher asks all children to stand in a circle and says all the people she met on the way to school.  MILKMAN BROUGHT ME MILK IN THE MORNING.  (Children sing Milkman brought me milk in the morning). THEN I SAW A NEWSPAPER MAN DELIVERING NEWSPAPER (News man brought the paaaaaper.)   A LADY SELLING VEGETABLES. (Lady sells veggies).  TEA SHOP OWNER MAKING TEA  (Tea master makes tea.) THE DRIVER AND CONDUCTOR IN THE BUS (Driver and conductor run the bus).  A POLICEMAN REGULATING TRAFFIC (Policeman protects us).  SHOPKEEPER SELLING PROVISIONS (Shopkeeper gives us salt and dal), STATIONERY (We get pens and paper from stationery)  AND SO ON.   Then she holds one end of the string tightly and throws the ball to one of the children calling out his/ her name and saying, I AM CARPENTER.  The child holds the string tight and throws the ball to another child after calling the child’s name and naming a profession.  I AM A POLICEMAN/ POSTMAN. The child catching the ball holds firmly and after announcing his/ her profession, throws the ball. 
Now the teacher asks one of the children to name the profession they claimed.   She explains importance of that profession.  She asks the person to leave the string.  The net sags.   Finally when all drop the string, the net sags.   The society collapses.     Everyone tells the importance of other professional.


Every professional is important without his contribution the society collapses.

Everyone tells the importance of their profession assuming the role of doctor, engineer, nurse, electrician, plumber.  Then they stop.  Someone announces that there are no postmen in the town.  What will happen?   There is no police.  What will happen?    There is no sweeper.   What will happen?  They discuss how their profession will be affected because of the missing professional.

Find out all the work down by mother:  Cooks, cleans house, etc.,  What will happen if she is not there?
Find out all the work down by father:  Earns; gets groceries; protects family.  Who will do if he is not there?
Write all the work done by you including keeping your things neat and in place.




Teacher writes on the blackboard:
                Count Letters

Children are divided into 4 groups.  Each group is given a newspaper clipping (in English/ Tamil) and asked to mark a particular letter only and count.  Each is given exactly one minute.  Other members of the group will remain silent and just watch.  They should wait their turn.  Finally the score for each group is announced.

The children are grouped by picking up folded papers (on which are written four different colour) and sit together under one colour name.  They are given newspaper clipping, preferably with more letters than pictures.  They are asked to strike out specific letters (all “S” or   “G” whether they are small or large or capital ) Each group has a time keeper who will call out the next person.  Each one is given only one minute and while the child is working other children should sit around and watch.  They should not prompt or correct.  During their turn they will score what is not scored by the previous child.  Finally they all count the number of letters scored out.  After writing the team scores on the blackboard the teacher redistributes the papers to other groups and asks them to find whether any letters are left out unscored.

Time flies fast when the child is at work.  When the child is looking on, he sees what he failed to see when he was asked to score.  Timekeeper concentrates only on time and so he does not think of scoring.  When his turn comes he understands value of time. 

All are asked to close eyes and open only when they think that 2 minutes is over.   As each child opens eyes the scorer notes down and shows to each child the real time.   Everyone differs in his concept of “2 minutes”.  Children can be asked how they ‘kept time’ when they closed their eyes.

Try to find out what mother does when she concentrates on cooking.  
How do father/ uncle/ grandpa concentrate?  

Can we disturb their concentration? 

Can we call out when they are doing something important?


Teacher writes on the blackboard:
All are good!

Children sit in a circle with a chair in the middle.  They call out different letters in Tamil or English.   No one repeats what other person had told. 


Teacher says, “EVERYONE HAS SOME GOOD QUALITY OR OTHER.  WE SEE ONLY THE FAULTS AND FAIL TO SEE THE GOODNESS IN OTHERS.  WE CAN ALWAYS FIND SOMETHING GOOD ABOUT OTHERS.  FOR EXAMPLE …  HIS HAIR IS CURLY. . .   HER SMILE IS BEAUTIFUL . . . HE IS TALL AND HEALTHY.   .  NOW, ALL OF YOU WILL FIND SOMETHING GOOD ABOUT (she shows the chair and says) THOSE WHO SIT ON THIS APPRECIATION CHAIR!  IT CAN BE ANY GOODNESS YOU SEE IN THAT PERSON!”  SHALL WE START?  REMEMBER.  ONLY GOOD THINGS.”
Teacher calls out an alphabet and the child sits on the appreciation chair.   No negativity is allowed.  All children try and find something good about that person.


Everybody is good.  Goodness is seen in some very clearly.  But, in some we have look deeply to find their goodness.  What shadows the goodness?  Their laziness,  anger, emotion . . .


Afterwards the teacher initiates a discussion among children.  “HOW DID YOU FEEL WHEN SO MANY PEOPLE SAID GOOD THINGS ABOUT YOU?  DO YOU THINK YOU CAN MAINTAIN THE SAME GOODNESS ALWAYS?  WHAT SHOULD YOU DO TO REMAIN GOOD ALWAYS?”

Ask children to find something good about the trees.  

Something good about their friends.  

Something good about their relatives who were angry with them or shouted at them long ago!  

Find something good about your enemies!
Find something good about wild animals also.

How is a tiger good creature?




Teacher writes on the blackboard:
My Gifts are More valuable!!

All children except the leader are blind folded.  The leader communicates by non-verbal means to the blindfolded friends and takes them across the room having many obstacles.

Teacher tells children, “LET US UNDERSTAND HOW VERY TOUGH LIFE IS FOR SOME.   IMAGINE THAT YOU ALL CAN’T SEE. (Blindfolds all but one with the scarves.  Tells leader who is not blindfolded that he has to take others over hills and across rivers and draws lines on the floor.) YOU CAN SEE AND HEAR BUT YOU CAN’T TALK.  HOW WILL YOU TAKE THEM ALL ACROSS FROM THIS PLACE TO THAT?”  Children have to jump if they are communicated that there is a poodle of water or there is cow dung on the road.  The leader is imaginative and indicates steps (staircase) or river or mountain or pool of water and things like that by touch and tapping on the hand.  Children learn the idea when the leadership is passed on from one to other and probably the third or fourth leader gets better ideas by experiencing the difficulties as blindfolded person.

Children must be sensitive to the sufferings of the challenged persons.

Teacher, “WITH BOTH THE EYES OPEN…”  Children ,”We bang on things.”
               “WITH BOTH THE EARS”  Children: “We fail to hear!”

               ADDS up other challenges…


Children try to imagine the hardships of people who can’t  see or hear or ambulate.  

Children also write or tell their difficulties when laid down with fever.

Children can also say what the old people go through and how they can help the old persons at home.

How will a person do the routine with one hand tied to the back?  Or standing on one leg?  Or with a stiff back   that can’t bend or with a hunchback.



Teacher writes on the blackboard:
Want Not Waste Not


Children play bazaar game.  They buy commodities.  They learn that they can’t afford to waste money. 


All children are given paper money of value Rs 7000, in different denominations.   There are things to buy like mobile phone, computers, toys, food, and also places like cinema hall, hotel, services for which they have to pay like electricity, rent, plumbing,  gas, sewage etc.,   Time will be announced indicating which services or establishments will be open and which are closed.  Children decide to buy what they want.  No prompting.  Whatever children want can be ‘manufactured’ from the colour chart boards.  Complications like strike, bundh, lay off and power outage can be introduced.


Children learn to budget, save money and restrain their wants or delay gratification.  They learn to ‘trade’ ‘manufacture’ ‘provide service’ and collect their dues.  They also learn to prioritize their needs and SAVE too for rainy days.


Children divide into three or four groups.  Each group has a father, mother, children going to school.  The groups get their income by picking up the paper-folding with predetermined monthly income ranging from Rs 5000 to Rs 15000.   They discuss and play their roles for differing incomes.  Teacher watches and says reasonable cost for their expenditure like rent of a two bedroom house, three bedroom house, hut, cost of facilities like gas, electricity, maintenance of  motor vehicle etc., each person is encouraged to talk about onetime cost and every month expense for the same.  (Cost of scooter and monthly petrol bill.  Cost of TV and cable rental per month)


Children learn from adults the amount spent on food, clothing, medicine, cultural commitments, gas, electricity, rent, loan, debts, interest etc.,

How much is spent on education now?

How much for transportation?

How much for food?

How much for vegetables?

How much for mobile?

What is fixed cost?

What is repeated expense?

What do you spend for buying a dress? 

How much you spend per use to maintain it? (Cost of soap to wash. Cost of ironing – even if you iron yourself)




Teacher writes on the blackboard:
Words Get Twisted

Teacher tells a four line story to only one person secretly. Writes on paper what exactly she told.  Each person goes to the other and tells the story only once and writes what he/ she told.  The process is repeated.   Finally the last person is asked to tell the story.

Teacher tells the students that she will tell a story to only one person in the group and he/ she has to tell the story to other persons in a whisper.  Tells to the first person, “I WENT TO MARKET TO BUY VEGETABLES.  I BOUGHT TOMATO FROM RAJA, MEAT FROM RAHUL, ONION FROM  RAMANI  AND EGGS FROM VICTOR.  ON THE WAY I SPOKE WITH RAJAMMA AND A DOG CHASED ME.  I DROVE IT AWAY AND WALKED HOME HURRIEDLY.”  She writes down what she told.  Asks every child to write after telling the story.
The children one after another whisper this story to other children. Then they write down what they told.  Finally the last person reads his/ her story as he/she heard. Any difference is found out by tracing the story backwards.  People talk and forget.  Write and remember.

Spoken words get twisted but written words remain the same.

Children analyse the twists.  Names are mixed up or vegetables are added or forgotten.  Adjectives are added or changed.  Walked hurriedly becomes RAN.  Chasing dog becomes a pouncing dog or a biting dog or a rabid dog.  Then children repeat the same with a difference.  They write first and then read out to the other person or shows the story which is read silently by the other child.  Finally the story is read out and invariably the written word passed on does not change much.

What is the word repeated by father often?
Does mother say something repeatedly?

Does anyone at home write diary?

If you are going for a long trip what are the things you will take with you?

Imagine that your father is praising you for some good deed.  Can you write it down?

Imagine that your mother is scolding you.  What will she say? 

Can that be written down?

Which is better?  Talking politely or harshly? 




Teacher writes on the blackboard:
You Like! You Remember!

Each child is asked to draw some animal or bird or things like table, house etc.,  The figure is coloured and cut out.  Each child tells something about what he/ she drew.   Then every child tells about what the other children drew!  Depending on the child’s liking many details are told about the drawings or cut outs. 

Children sit in a circle.  Draw figures from imagination or model.  Colour it and cut out.  Then they stand in a circle and narrate something about what they drew and why they drew it.   They keep their drawings and cut outs away. Then every other child first lists from memory (nobody should prompt or tell the child anything) what the other children drew and tells something about the drawing.  After every child has attempted, children whose drawings were not mentioned or narrations which left out something important, tells the group.


We remember what we like.  We remember the things done by people we like.  Sometimes beautiful things and strangely different things are remembered too.

A child says, “I like RABBIT because …. It is soft/ It is cute/ it is docile/ is lovely.”  Every child says some attribute.  Then they together sing a song using all the attributes one by one.  
I like rabbit for its smoooooothness.
I like rabbit for its sooooooftness

I like rabbit for its ____________

Then some other bird or animal is told.  Song made.

Finally all attempt to list out the animals or birds mentioned in the session in the same order.  (Teacher can note down the names of animals or birds in the order they were mentioned in the session.  She has to do it discretely without making a huge fuss.)  Children can recollect more because of the song!


Find out from parents who they like most and why?  Ask parents to recall in order all the animals and birds they mention (remembered from the session).  Write at least ten good things about Sun!  Moon!   Star!



Teacher writes on the blackboard:
Anytime is Learning time

A wordsmith is chosen.  Children sit around him. He pulls out a card and places on an imaginary anvil and beats it and gives a word.  The next child takes the word and changes the positions of the letters and finds a new word.  If all children know the word and its meaning the next child attempts to make a new word.  Children take turns to become a wordsmith, if they find at least two connections between three seemingly unconnected words.

Children are given newspapers, chart papers and sketch pens.  The wordsmith notes some words from the newspaper and makes word cards.  Pulls out a card and keeps it on the anvil and beats it and gives to a child.  Children can make small square cards (size 2” x 2 “) and write in each card a letter and rearrange them and find words.  He/ she picks up the word and rearranges words and finds a new word which uses all letters in the word or some of the letters.  The rule is, the child should not use a letter not given in the word.  Nor can he/ she use the same letter twice in a word.  After all the children have attempted to find words, the one who connects three words in some way becomes the wordsmith.

Words can be built from any source.  Look for words in newspapers, advertisement boards and even street boards.

If scrabble board is available it can be used or the 2” x 2” cards made using chart paper with sketch pens can also be used.   Four teams, each with a scorer chosen among them, are formed.  They sit in circle.  The scorer indicates who can start and then on children place the letter cards on the floor on by one either horizontally or vertically to form a word vertically or horizontally.  Points can be predetermined for each letter and scorer keeps score.  Individual winners, group winners and winning groups can be found.

On the way home look for name boards of banks, shops, advertisements and find words that are misspelled.  Also try to find words that can be formed using the letters in the advertisement.

Write names of all things  beginning with S.  Spoon, Spring, sofa, safety belt, ship, shock absorber, salt, silk etc.,
Find boy’s names starting with B.

Write girls’ names starting with P.

Write birds’ names starting with M or R



Teacher writes on the blackboard:
What am I?

A child  either volunteers or chosen as a silent statue.  He/ she decides who or what he/ she is.  Other children sit in a semicircle in front of the statue.  Any number of questions can be asked but the statue will keep quiet if “No,” is the answer and blink rapidly if  “Yes,” is the answer.  If WHAT or WHO is accurately found out, the statue comes to life and dances,  I AM  ………. (Wooden frame on the Eastern Wall! Or Ear ring on the left ear of Roshini - one of the girl’s name!”)  Children take turn to be statues!


‘Statue’ decides what he/ she is by looking around the room and choosing to be ‘the front left leg of blue chair!’  or “the sparrow in the picture hung on the wall” or ‘The ring on the left hand of statue himself/ herself!” Children learn to elicit or deduce by asking simple questions.  The statue should listen carefully and blink rapidly if the answer for the question asked is “Yes.”  The questions can be “Do you have life?”  “Can you fly?” but must not be ambiguous like “Are you made of metal or wood?”  “Are you on the left side of the room or right side?”

Children learn to narrow down their search after initial difficulties.  Finally only when the statue is exactly declared, it will come to life and dance.  “YOU ARE THE EAR RING” will not make the statue come to life if the statue has decided it is the left ear ring of Sujatha.  But the statue will very rapidly indicate that you are closer to the answer.  “YOU ARE THE EAR RING ON THE LEFT EAR”  Statue will only very, very rapidly blink.   Only the statement “YOU ARE THE EAR RING ON THE LEFT EAR OF SUJATHA” will make the statue come to life and not the question “ARE YOU THE EAR RING ON THE LEFT EAR OF SUJATHA?”  
Each child is allowed to make only THREE declarations.  Once three declarations fail to get the statue come to life they remain silent and should not prompt others.  If all become silent after exhausting their three statements, statue comes to life and dances and says “YOU ALL FAILED.  I AM GREAT!  I AM ……. (after a long pause goes near the decided item and show and sing) SUCH AND SUCH or THAT THING.”   Statue has the option to nominate the next statue or the winner who declares correctly or if there is no winner, first person who exhausted the three statements can be the statue.

Only right questions elicit correct response.  A question should be clear, crisp and unambiguous.  Don’t pack two things in one question.  A yes will only confuse you.  Yes for what? The first one or the second one?

Children write at least three attributes about inanimate things seen in the house.
Write ten questions to find a house fly or a cockroach or a particular plant.

Suggest at least ten statue themes



Teacher writes on the blackboard:
Train! Train! Wait for Me!

Children sit scattered in the classroom.
Railway track is drawn on the floor with chalk piece and two or three stations and level crossings on both sides of station are indicated.   Four clocks are kept on all the four walls of the room for all to see from any direction.  Children take many roles and go to station in time to catch the train following rules like not crossing the level crossing when the gates are closed.  Four students regulate gate.  They take care of clock also. So the level crossings should be kept near the clocks.  Students take up the roles of  postman, principal, teacher, businessman etc, and try to reach the station in time before the train arrives.  They learn to allot time for their daily routines.

Children take up the roles by lottery method of picking up a folded slip of paper on which jobs are mentioned and also places of residence (The floor is divided into 8 or 16 blocks which can be named block 1, 2, 3 etc.,).  They are told before hand the distance between their residence and station.  When the train is station A the gate ahead alone will be closed.  When the train starts moving all gates except the one behind will remain closed.  All vehicle and people movement is restricted in front of the gate.  People will be told at what time they have to be in their work spot.  Initially the teachers also will not know how to organize but after two three trails they will understand where to place the level crossing to create a sense of urgency.  The day starts at 6:00 AM and ends at 12:00 AM.  Every 10 minutes the hour changes and so every 2 and a half minute the teacher announces the quarter hour movement.  The train should take at least 6 rounds.

Time and train wait for no man.   We have to go to station in time which means we have to get up early and go to bed early.  Time auditing and budgeting are learned.

Every time train moves all will clap and sing “Time and Train wait for no man. We have to rush and we have to push.”

What are the route numbers of buses plying close by?   How far is the bus stand?  What are the modes of transport available?  What are the important public places (Banks, Post office, Temple, schools, colleges, park, cinema theatres etc., ) nearby and how long would it take to reach them?


Teacher writes on the blackboard:
Be Attentive!

Children are told about internal distracters (like fever, hunger, and thinking) and external distracters (like sound, TV shows, and visit by friends).  Then they are divided into groups to write on the charts in four quadrants internal and external distracters and the way to overcome such distractions.  Then each group narrates what they have written.

Teacher starts with an explanation of distractions in the classroom and suddenly asks all to freeze.  Two or three children are asked to come in front and spot the non-student-like postures of other students.  Then the teacher continues to tell about internal distractions and external distractions.  Any sudden change in the classroom behaviour distracts the teacher too like suddenly dropping a pencil or notebook or jostling among students.  
Teacher asks the students to divide the chart paper into four quadrants and write on top two quadrants the internal and external distracters and below each their suggestions to overcome or minimise the distractions.  Each group has a leader who gathers information from the students and tells the secretary who writes neatly.  Then the group members are encouraged to read out what is written.


Students should avoid all distractions in the classroom and when they study at home.  Distractions are time stealers and time wasters.

Everyone tells about their personal distractions at home and how to solve is discussed in the group. 

Listen carefully to the different sounds heard during different hours when you are at home.
List out all the sounds heard near railway station, bus stand, temple and public meetings.

List out the noise in the market and how it can be avoided.

How do vendors sell their goods?



Teacher writes on the blackboard:

Everyone is a Specialist

Children draw masks of animals and birds.  Wear them and tell the special weapon or power each animal has.  (For example: Lion has powerful jaw, and teeth.  Deer can run)

Children sit in a circle and draw masks of animals and birds.  Cut out and provide slits for eyes.  They wear the masks and come one after another to say how they protect themselves.  Tusks, horns, claws, teeth, talons, flight, camouflage and such tools they have.  Even timid rabbit survives because it runs away quickly and comes out cautiously.   Other students say the weakness of the animals.
Finally a student comes with a mask of Man.  Tells how he is powerful and so has responsibility to protect the meek and timid ones.  All other animals tell how cruel, selfish, careless about environment and weak man is.

Every creature comes with a visible tool box.  Only man has invisible tool, the intellect.


Everyone puts on the mask and parade around the classroom and says how he/ she is born with a protection tool kit.  How man alone differs with intelligence and uses all natural resources for his benefit.  Children can mimic the sound of animals and jump and hop like the animals do.  There can also be arguments among different actors.


Children list the defences available for 
1. Dog (barking, fangs, sense of smell)
2. Cat  (The claws, teeth and ability to jump)
3. Butterfly (Flight)
4. Chameleon (ability to change colours)
5. Flowers and plants (thorn)

6. Man: his intelligence, social weapons and psychological  weapons.





Teacher writes on the blackboard:



Memory

Children sit in a circle : Teacher asks the first child to say APPLE, the second child to say APPLE, KING then third child says APPLE KING UMBRELLA and so on.  After seventh or eighth repetition children jumble up.  Then teacher tells a story.   All children are able to remember 26 words in the same order and also recall any word if the number is told!

Loci method of memory and visualisation is taught to remember 10 clusters of words: APPLE, KING, UMBRELLA—
BISCUIT, LION, VAN — CHOCOLATE, MONKEY, WAX — DOG, NEXT, X-RAY — ELEPHANT, OWL, YELLOW — GOLDEN QUEEN — HOT, ROTI — ICE, SUGAR — JUG, TEA.  Children are taught stacking and layers.  So Apple is 1, King is 11, and Umbrella is 21, jug is 10 and Tea is 20.  When 15th word is asked children readily say OWL!  Visualization is also taught

Memory can be enhanced with location, pegs, links, story and visualization in combination.  Teacher tells: “Think of ten places in your home if connected with a line will not intersect.  In the first place imagine A HUGE APPLE on which A KING sits with AN  UMBRELLA.  In the second place there is A BIG BISCUIT in which a picture of LION going to A VAN is drawn. In the third place CHOCOLATE is carved like a MONKEY which has WAX in its hand.  In the fourth place A DOG asks for NEXT X-RAY please.  In the fifth place A HUGE ELEPHANT is carrying AN OWL which is painted YELLOW.  In the sixth place A FOX is jumping to catch  A PARROT and parrot’s friend ZEBRA kicks the fox.  From the seventh place A GOLDEN QUEEN sees this and laughs.  From the eighth place HOT ROTIS are served to her.  In the ninth place A LARGE ICE is there on which SUGAR is heaped.   In the tenth place there is JUG from which TEA is gushing out.   From the tenth place king tries to take the jug of tea!  

Teacher starts a story of a boy going to the jungle. He is hungry and tired. First child is asked to tell anything that can be seen in a forest.  A bird or plant or animal.  Teacher cleverly includes that word in the story and often repeating the boy first saw . . . secondly he saw/ met/ ate/ climbed etc.,   Finally children by recalling the story tell all the words in order.  Even if the number is told children can say the word!

Ask mother how she remembers where she keeps provisions.  

Find out from her what are all needed to make rasam/ sambar/ biriyani.  Note down everything: the rice, water to clean, fire to cook and every item put in it.
How does a conductor remember whether he had issued tickets or not?  How does a bearer in hotel remember the order he had taken?  How does the provision store man know where he keeps items? 



Teacher writes on the blackboard:

Creatures Big and Small


Children wear the mask and parade first.   Then each one comes and says about what the animal or bird eats, where it lives, the young ones, the weapons it has, how he/ she survives and who are the enemies. Finally man comes with a gun.

Every child makes a mask or picks up one made on earlier occasion.  They queue up and walk around the classroom making all kinds of bleating, purring, barking, roaring and cooing at least twice or thrice.  Then the tiniest animal/ bird (not the size of boy/ girl wearing mask) comes and says the name, its colour and size, where it lives, what it eats, how it escapes enemy or kills its prey etc., (Teacher supplements with more relevant information like how long it lives, in which region it can be seen etc.,)  Finally the Man arrives with a gun and boom, boom his gun goes.  All animals and birds surround him and ask him to spare them.

Man being the most intelligent has to save all other animals and not destroy.  All animals big or small have a right to live.  (Similarly, rich have to support poor.  Strong people should protect weak persons.)  

Children stand in a circle.  First person calls out the name of an animal and the next one, the name of a bird. If there are odd number of children the last one will be the umpire otherwise teacher is the umpire.  When umpire calls out “LAND” all those who chose animal name will walk two steps in front and the birds will go two steps back. Person making the wrong move is removed.  When the leader says “WATER” no one moves.  Any person moving is disqualified. When umpire says “AIR” birds move two steps in front and animals move two steps back.  Person making mistake is eliminated.  Game is continued until only one person remains.  This game checks alertness.

A list of birds and animals once seen in plenty and now dwindling.
How each animal or bird is useful to the world and to humanity.

How does man use  animals cruelly?

How can you be kind to the dog that guards your home?

How can you be kind to the bull that draws heavy loads?

How can you show kindness to snake that kills rats that destroy crops?

How can you preserve the sparrow destroyed by mobile towers?



Teacher writes on the blackboard:

Why Hurt?


Teacher  narrates  how  children  sometimes  cruelly  tease  other  children

 based on their colour, height, weight, family condition, poverty and invites

 children  to   share in   what   other ways  children hurt  each  other.   Then

 teacher continues how sometimes children gang up and isolate some children and prevent them to play with them.  Teacher asks whether children heard of (don’t ask whether you had such experience) such atrocities.  Teacher continues.  Sometimes children also physically hurt others by pushing them or hitting them or punching for fun.  Sometimes children gang up hurt animals, insects and birds.  How will they feel if they are hurt?  Then teacher gives a solution to end their worries if they had any.


Children sit in a circle and paste the pictures of animals, birds and fruits on chart paper and cut the outer figure or as square frames.  Punch holes to tie up twine thread.  Finally all the birds, animals and fruits are decoratively tied to the sticks or pole.  Children write their worries and crush the paper and throw it under the worry tree.


Don’t hurt others and don’t allow others to hurt you in any manner.


Children write on pieces of paper what pains them more – physical hurt or verbal assault or social isolation.  None write their name.   All their worries are thrown at the bottom of the worry tree (A pole on which all pictures of animals, fruits and birds dangle.)  

Then the children keep their eyes closed and say “ALL MY WORRIES ARE EATEN AWAY BY THE BIRDS AND ANIMALS.  THEIR DUNGS AND DROPPINGS NOURISH THE TREE.  MY WORRIES ARE CONVERTED INTO SWEET FRUITS.  I WILL NOT HURT OTHERS BY THOUGHT, WORD OR DEED.  NOR WILL I ALLOW OTHER’S THOUGHT, WORD OR DEED TO HURT ME.”  

Then all the worries and hurts are collected and burnt in front of children and reduced to ashes.

Teachers should never try to read nor probe the children to reveal what hurts them.


Children will observe all hurt words, actions used at home.  (They will not advise anyone to avoid.)

Children will be aware how they knowingly or without knowing hurt others.

Children will understand their feelings when they hear hurting words or subjected to hurtful actions.  They will burn the hurt feeling in imagination then and there after submitting their feelings to the imaginary worry tree.



Teacher writes on the blackboard:

Everything has a Use.
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Children sit in two groups.  One group tells all good things or uses of birds and animals.  Other group says all good things about trees and plants.

Children pick up pictures kept face down.  Those who pick up trees and fruits form one group.   Those who pick up birds and animals form another group.  (Four groups can also be formed, if there are more students.)  Person who has picture of alphabetically first name starts telling his/ her usefulness to man, animals and birds. Then the next alphabet and so on.  The person can also complain about the behaviour of birds or animals.  Birds and animals have to find the reason for their hurtful behaviour and how they are useful to the tree/ plant.

In  nature nothing is useless.  Among people no one can claim to be useless.  May be the use is not yet found.

Teacher tells a story: a wood cutter takes his son to the forest and explains the uses of all trees.  This tall tree will be useful for building a mast for ships.  This strong tree will be useful for building the house.  This tree will be useful for making musical instruments.   This soft tree will be useful for paper pulp.  Son sees a crooked tree.  Asks his father, “Father what is the use of this ugly, crooked, stunted  and fragile tree?”
Father smiles and does not say anything.  They walk around amidst the tall, lofty, strong trees when it suddenly rains.  They want to take shelter.  The tall trees did not offer shelter!  Finally they come near the stunted, crooked and fragile tree which has its branches closely knit and offered umbrella-like protection from the rain.
Father looked at his son.  Son said, “I understand father.”
Ask children to take up the roles of father, son and trees and act.


Find out some use for the discarded thing at home. 

Try to make use of even the torn clothes.  

Ask elders (even brothers and sisters) how waste can be recycled.
Learn what to preserve and what to throw away immediately because of danger of storing.



Teacher writes on the blackboard:

Lengthen  Life!
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Teacher explains the lifespan of animals and birds.  Asks students how the lifespan of various things they use can be increased! Children come out with ideas of refuse, reduce and reuse.  (Children learn the life expectancy of animals and birds!  This can be before #15)

Children sit in a circle.  Teacher brings a chart of life span of animals and birds.  Teacher asks each child to read out the lifespan of animal or bird of their choice.  All other children repeat.  Then she asks, “WHAT HAPPENS WHEN THEY ARE SHOT?  TRAPPED? KILLED FOR MEAT? WHEN THEIR PLACE IS ENCROACHED BY MAN?”  After discussion she suddenly pops a question: “DO YOU KILL YOUR SOCKS?  SHOES?  DRESS?  TOYS? NOTEBOOKS? LAST YEAR’S UNUSED PAGES?  THINK HOW YOU CAN GIVE MORE LIFE TO THESE?”   Refuse to waste.  Switch off fan and light when not in use.  Even when we have outgrown its use, it can be passed on to the needy.  It can be reused in different form.  Children will come out with ideas of recycling unused papers being bound into a rough note.  Old toys given away to younger children of the needy section.  Books preserved will till the end of school year and passed on to juniors.  Old dress to the needy and so on.  Nothing wrong in sharing your excesses and getting the excesses from others to reuse.  Give with honour and receive with equal honour.  Final message could be eye donation and blood donation.

Utilise natural and man made resources to the hilt.  Don’t waste.  Refuse the temptation to throw away or sell by weight.  Reduce wastage by careful handling.  Reuse yourself or through needy.

A paper cap is made.  Children sit in a circle.  Teacher asks, “HOW CAN THE LIFE OF WATER MOTOR INCREASED?”  Anyone who has an answer can put on the thinking cap and answer.  The first one to get up has the opportunity to speak.  If two pupils get up, they choose among themselves who would go first and who next.  No rushing to the thinking cap.  If no one gets up teacher asks all of them to write their names on slips of paper and drop in the cap.  The names are drawn at random and all the students attempt to answer. 

Lists out how mother recycles things – even in food: Idly becomes uppuma!  Rice becomes onion rice the next day.  Extra idly maavu becomes dosa next day and uththappam day after next.
List out how father recycles things.

List out how water is wasted by leaking tap; not closing in time etc., 



Teacher writes on the blackboard:

Art in Everything

Children study the pattern in nature: Leaves, fruits, feathers, bunch of fruits. Understand symmetry: both left to right and top to bottom.  Teacher can explain that.   Appreciate it and find the pattern.

Children sit in circle.  Teacher says: “HOW MANY OF YOU CAN DRAW KOLAM?  HOW MANY OF YOU CAN DRAW PATTERNS? SEE AND DRAW THE SHAPE OF ONE LEAF AND SEE PAATERN OF LEAVES IN A BRANCH.” Allows them to examine the leaf and draw outline pattern or even inside pattern (veins) of leaf in front of them.  They can also see the differences in the edges of leaves. Children are asked to count serrations in a neem leaf.  Children are taught odd numbers and even numbers and how to find mathematically.      1, 3, 5, 7 and 9 are odd numbers and numbers ending in 0, 2, 4, 6 and 8 are even numbers.   

Nature is to be appreciated.  Patterns are to be recognised.

Children are divided into two groups.  All are given 2” x 2” cards.  They are asked to write any two digit number X and space and the equals sign like this: M N X          =           where M and N are numbers from 0 to 9.  One group is odd group and other is even group but only the teacher knows which is odd and which is even.  The team is asked to call out numbers written by them.  If the number is odd and the person is from odd group he/ she stays in the group.  Otherwise has to go to the other group.  If the number is even and the group is even group he/ she stays in the group.  Otherwise has to go to the other group.  Then children are asked why some changed the group and some didn’t. If they find good. Otherwise don’t tell.  Now ask all pupils to multiply their M N with an odd number.  Ask them to tell the last (unit) digit.  Ask whether they have to shift their group or not?  Then ask why?  If they tell alright.  Else don’t tell.  Ask them to multiply the answer now by 2.  Ask them to check the Unit digit.  Ask where will all go?  Ask someone to tell what they found?  Multiplying a number by an odd number makes it retain its oddness/ evenness.  Multiplying by 2 makes any number even!  What will happen if an odd number is multiplied by any other even number?

What are the symmetries noted in house from outside. 

How are the designs in gates made?
Check the pattern of seats in bus and draw.

Do windows have any pattern?

What is the pattern of a lesson? (Title – paragraphs – sub paragraphs – questions)



Teacher writes on the blackboard:

Patterns


Children arrange uniform sized geometric figures symmetrically and obtain kaleidoscopic figures.    Encourage children to make  asymmetrical figures representing animals or man in action too.  Weave a story among the figures or encourage children to tell stories.

Children sit is a circle.  Each has hand made geometric figures of same size but different shapes in different colours.  Each is encouraged to  form patterns using the shapes symmetrically (Teach both horizontal and vertical symmetry)    They copy the miniature patterns in their notebooks.  Later they overlap figures and get different patterns.   They are told about constructing a kaleidoscope with bits of cloured beads and three pieces of Hg quoted glass pieces.

Uniform or symmetrical growth is beautiful.  Physique, playfulness, studying and all should grow together.  Not one at the cost of other.


Ask children to draw cartoon figures of persons or animals with one organ abnormally larger than other.  Discuss what will happen if…   (Be cautious if any child draws breast or other part too large; don’t chide the child in front of others.  Keep the drawing aside and discuss with him/ her later.)  

See the different types of houses in the same street.
Observe different dress material and texture.

Observe different types of food: quality and quantity.
See how sweets are displayed in the shop?

How are dairy products and packed food stacked?

Do you see patterns in the way eggs are stacked?

What pattern will you see if you look from top:

Teacher writes on the blackboard:

Who Knows What’s Inside?

Children pick up from a box various emotions like happiness, sadness, anger, reverence, respect, fear and whatever you add.  They try to express emotions and others find what it is.  Don’t do it in group.  Pair them. 




First the teacher asks children ,”DO YOU KNOW WHAT IS INSIDE THIS CLOSED BOX?”  After their guesses, she says, “HOW CAN ANYONE KNOW WHAT IS INSIDE A CLOSED BOX.  IF THE ITEMS IN THE BOX SPEAK, CAN YOU FIND?”  Teacher passes on the slips of paper in the box to all the children.
Children stand in a circle and divide into two groups.  Then they pair up and stand facing each other.  Two concentric circles.  Each one has already drawn a paper slip showing various emotions like sad, happy, angry, suspicious, jealous, kind, benevolent, rude, soft and  friendly. First the inner circle starts, outer circle respond.  The child keeps the paper hidden and shows the emotion.  If the other child correctly identifies both get one point each.  Then the paper is passed on to the next pair.  They do likewise.  Then when all children in the inner circle have completed, the outer circle starts expressing emotions and the inner circle finds.  To be successful expression must be correct and the other person should correctly identify.  

Our emotions and expressions should match.  Otherwise people get different ideas.

Children narrate a story and teacher stops when there is a possible moment of emotion and asks children, “HOW WILL THE WOODCUTTER FEEL?  WHAT WILL BE THE FEELING OF THE BIRD?”  The right response is rewarded with a point and at the end the one who got most point is titled EMOTION METER.  The story continues.  It can be one person narrating the story and others listening or continuous spinning of yarn.

Draw an  emotion map of what happens when you walk home.  Note down how people express their emotion: happy, sad, angry, irritated, unconcerned, kind, rude, friendly?

Find what makes you 
1. happy 
2. sad
3. irritated
4. angry and

5. friendly.

Find what behaviour of yours makes mother, father, others happy, sad, bad, and mad. 


Teacher writes on the blackboard:
My place is important to me!

Children take the cards with nine popular places written  and ask other children whether they know where these are situated.  For every right answer the other person gets a mark and the card holder gets equal mark.  Finally every person’s mark is calculated.

Children sit in a circle and divide the sheets given to them in to nine zones and write important  and popular places in that zone of their own locality.   Only condition is that the child has to describe the route to that place from home. It can be temple, shop, mall, cinema theatre, library, clinics, hospital and offices.  After writing clearly and concisely the child takes the card to all other children and asks one by one to tell where the place is situated and the nearest landmark.  For every correct answer both the children get marks.  Identifier for correct location, tester for including a popularly known place.  Finally all the marks are added up and the top scorer if given a cardboard Key and made the Mayor of the city!  (Teacher tells: “VISITING DIGNITAORIES ARE GIVEN THE KEY TO THE CITY THEY VISIT AS A MARK OF RESPECT.”)

Pupils should know the geography of the place they live in rather than the states of foreign countries.  

The Mayor tells the good things and bad things about his place and says how he will eliminate all bad things.  He draws a plan of action and all the other children act as council members.  They also help the Mayor with their observation of the good and bad things in the city/ village.   This inculcates the civic sense and when these children become adults will be consciously thinking of rectifying that.  They must be able to say where the bank, hotel, post office, police station, fire service, bus stop, panchayat or corporation office, clinics, hospitals, schools, libraries and vegetable markets are situated.


Watch out for the landmark buildings.  Look at the surrounding.   
See how these can be improved.  
Recall what you saw in other places you visited.  
Check TV programmes or magazines and compare with what you see in media and reality. 
Would route maps help villagers?

How to tell directions to newcomers?  Where do you go to get garlands?



Teacher writes on the blackboard:
I Am Responsible for What I Do!

Children are lion/ tiger/ deer/ rhinoceros/ other wild animals.  They tell publicly all the crimes they have committed and repent.  They tell alternate ways of living.

Children take turn to stand or sit inside a chalk-drawn enclosure called TRUTH PLACE.  They call themselves as King Lion or Terrible Tiger or Docile Deer or Ferocious Cheetah.   They reflect or tell how they had been useful or threatening to others.  They also tell the alternative way of life or change of heart.  Other children simply sit and listen.  No one can talk or laugh when the other person says his story or silently thinks.


Like wild animals we too have certain things to change and we can do only when we own our mistakes.

Children stand in circle.  Calculate a number which is third of the strength of students.  (That is if there are ten students three or if there are 15 students, five.)  Every third or fifth child (depending on the number chosen) an imaginary ball of a particular colour.   “RAKESH HOLD THIS BLUE BALL.  SUKANYA TAKE THIS YELLOW BALL.  RAMU PICK UP THIS RED BALL.”  Now, when teacher blows the whistle all ‘ball holders’ throw it to their friends calling out their names and the colour of the ball.  Person ‘receiving’ the ball says, “I, NAME, received COLOUR ball.” Children keep quiet and still like statues.   Again, when teacher blows the whistle all ‘ball holders’ throw it to their friends calling out their names and the colour of the ball.  Person ‘receiving’ the ball says, “I, NAME, received COLOUR ball.”  This goes on for three whistles initially and as children pick up the idea, goes on for more.

Now children have to tell who all caught RED balls or a particular colour!  Initially only the catcher and thrower will know the right answer.   Slowly children try to remember who caught what when they are silently standing.


Children list out the hurts caused by them to others.  They also write how they can change.
Make a list of usefulness of park watchman and hurts caused by him; usefulness of motorist and hurts caused by him; usefulness of tourist and hurts caused by him; usefulness of banker and hurts caused by him;



Teacher writes on the blackboard:
Every Life is Precious

Children find ways of protecting a lion cub from starvation and nature’s fury.  In that process they understand all the cooperation needed for community living.


All children (except one volunteer) sit in a circle and teacher says, “LIFE IS PRECIOUS.  EVERY LIFE HAS TO BE PRESERVED.   WE HAVE CLOTHES TO PROTECT US FROM COLD AND A HOUSE TO LIVE WARMLY.  WE HAVE ELECTRICITY AND  MANY FACILITIES.  NOW, IF A LION CUB COMES TO US HUNGRY AND COLD WHAT WOULD WE ALL DO?” The volunteer staggers and comes to the middle of the group with the lion cub placard and falls on floor.  Teacher facilitates with questions and brings to the fore all people who is needed to build a den, provide warmth, provide food, etc.  As the teacher talks of professionals she points one after another in the group and names them as carpenter, wood cutter, mason, leather worker, electrician, plumber, corporation official, zoo games warden, veterinary doctor etc.

Life is precious. In modern world man needs co-operation from others to survive and be comfortable.

Children parade singing, I am a tea pot. I am made by a potter.    I am a chair.  I am made by a carpenter.  I am a mobile phone.  I am made  in a factory.  I am a (shoe/ cobbler,   bread/ baker,  book/ printer, plant/ gardener, dress/ tailor,  house/ mason, road/ road layer … ).  

Finally all children together sing:

List out professionals needed to drink a cup of coffee (don’t forget the cup maker, seller, milkman.)

Teacher writes on the blackboard:
Life  List 

All children prepare a timetable of what they have to do everyday and then assign importance to each task.  Then they stand around a TRUTH SAYER statue.  Read out their to-do list one by one and the statue approves or disapproves of their reasons not being able to fulfil their commitment.

Children surround a STATUE which holds a red ball on the right and blue/ green ball on the left hand.  (A child acts like a human balance).  Children have a list of to-do for every day.   They stand before the statue which has both hands stretched on the sides with the red and blue/ green balls visible.  When the child starts giving reason for not able to do the to-do list in time, the hands of the statue slowly goes up and down alternately and if the statement is TRUE the green ball is raised and RED goes down.  If the reason is a lame excuse, the RED ball goes up a nd the blue settles down.   If the child or any other child gives true reasons the statue accepts.

Make a list of to-do everyday and follow diligently to redefine your life.

Children are divided into 3 groups and named Apple  Banana and  Carrot.  Apple goes after Banana.  Banana goes after Carrot.  Carrot goes after Apple.   Children sit in a circle.   A soft ball is thrown on one of the children.  He/ she starts walking in a clockwise direction outside the circle.  The child who is in next letter group follows as soon as he/ she realises the walker is crossing him/ her.  The train lengthens.  If a person gets up before the walker comes near is out.  Also the person who gets up after the walker had passed at least three persons.  

Children find where time tables are used:
1. Railway stations

2. Bus Depots

3. At school

4. Radio or TV programmes

Children  find out what happens if one task is not completed before the scheduled time.  They also write down reasons for any scheduled programme to go wrong like bus coming late due to strike/ rain/ road accident/ overcrowding/ any reason.  
How can you make the system work smoothly in school?
Cascading effect of one person’s delay (A drama can be written with one late master keeping all the people delayed by his late coming.)



Teacher writes on the blackboard:
Check Your Belongings

Children simulate train or bus journey.  They carry several essentials in cards like luggage, purse, jewels, written on the card.   Teacher blows the whistle.  All children freeze.   The hooded thief walks around and explains how easily their things can be stolen. 

All children sit in a circle.  They prepare all they require to make their journey comfortable.  Boxes, locks, keys, jewels, mobile, purse, dress material, watch and many costly things.  They move in groups of different families.  When the teacher blows the whistle, they all freeze.  They are sleeping  maintaining their positions as it is.   The black hooded thief walks around and exposes the vulnerability or safety lapses.  

Children learn that they have to check their belonging and keep their valuables safely.  Their most valuable belonging is their own body!

Children share their stories (heard, read or experienced) of innocents being duped.   The stories can be imaginary or real life situations or even what they had read or seen in movies or TV shows.  After the story the teacher tells girl students separately the need for knowing “GOOD TOUCH and BAD TOUCH”  The boys are to be told separately about child sexual abuse.  In a joint session the risk of getting kidnapped should be explained.  It should be told in such a way that the child is not frightened but becomes aware of the ways kidnappers lure or dupe them.

Check around as you walk home how many people display their belongings or being careless about where they keep their mobiles or valuable invite 
chain snatchers, 
pick pockets and 
petty thieves. 
Write a drama  on how talking loudly about family matters in a bus stand or while travelling makes onlooker or people travelling with you take advantage and cheat you/ your family members.

Make a security check list of how windows and doors to be closed and how valuables should be kept safely away from windows or open tables.

Make a list of ways for thieves to enter your home if you are careless.

What precautions (to safe guard your home) will you take when going out for a long time?



Teacher writes on the blackboard:
Everything Good under the Sun

Children sit together and discuss among themselves the ideal school in groups and finally they come out to report what their team found as the best!

Children sit together in circle and call out names of birds or flowers or animals at random and are grouped as flower group or animal group or bird group.  Then the cards (infrastructure/ facility/ teaching methods/ teachers’ behaviour and students’ behaviour) are distributed and each group discusses about the topic and they report what each group had found as the best!  Teacher explains what are meant by  infra structure (Walls, ceilings, height of building, door, staircase, approach roads, surroundings), facilities (grievance redress, classroom, toilet, play area, Public address system, labs, computer, garden, swimming pool, horses), teaching methods (blackboards, smart boards, excursions, visits to  offices like post office, police station, court, bank)  teachers’ behaviour and students’ behaviour.

The ideal Infra structure, facilities, teaching methods, teachers’ behaviour and students’ behaviour will make schools child-friendly and most effective.

Children stand in two rows facing each other with a gap of at least five steps between the rows.  All stand with their eyes closed.    For rain they have to move one step back and for  train they have to move one step forward. Teacher says : “RAIN”  All take two steps backwards.  Then they open their eyes and find who all made mistakes.  Realign and continue.  This is to ensure that children listen and follow instructions and don’t simply follow their friend’s movement.

Children watch out on the road the defects in the road.  Think of ideal road.  Road user’s ideal behaviour.

Ideal shop.  Shop-keeper’s behaviour and customer’s behaviour.

Ideal garden.  Behaviour of users and workers.

Ideal park.  Behaviour of users and workers.

Ideal cinema hall.  Behaviour of users and workers.

Ideal hotel.  Behaviour of users and workers.



Teacher writes on the blackboard:
Best Nest!

Children sit together and discuss among themselves the ideal home in groups and finally they come out to report what their team found as the best!


Children sit together in circle and call out 1, 2,3,4 and 5 sequentially and get divided into so many groups.  Then the cards (infrastructure & facility/ parents’ occupation/ parent’s education/ child’s behaviour/ bonding in family) are distributed and each group discusses about the topic and they report what each group had found as the best!  Teacher explains what are meant by  infra structure (Walls, ceilings, height of building, door, staircase, approach roads, surroundings), facilities (toilet, play area, storage spaces, cots, pillows, garden, swimming pool, pets’ houses), parents’ education and occupation (not the actual one but what the child feels is the best education and occupation of parents in an ideal home – this projective technique will help us find what their ambitions are), child’s behaviour and bonding (love and affection as expressed, visitors or relatives, exchange visits and holiday travels).

More than Infra structure, facilities, parent’s occupation and education and child’s behaviour, it is love and affection that builds the best nest. 

Children stand in two rows facing each other with a gap of at least three steps between the rows and sideways.  All stand with their eyes closed.    For rain they move one step back, for  train one step forward, brain one step on right. Teacher says : “RAIN”  All take two steps backwards.  Then they open their eyes and find who all made mistakes.  Realign and continue.  This is to ensure that children listen and follow instructions and don’t simply follow their friend’s movement.


Children watch out on the road the defects in the road.  Think of ideal road.  Road user’s ideal behaviour.

Ideal shop.  Shop-keeper’s behaviour and customer’s behaviour.

Ideal garden.  Behaviour of users and workers.

Ideal park.  Behaviour of users and workers.

Ideal cinema hall.  Behaviour of users and workers.

Ideal hotel.  Behaviour of users and workers.

Ideal post office.


Teacher writes on the blackboard:

Only Peace; No War


Children discuss what each organ says and understand unity is strength


Children sit in a circle and draw various internal and external organs like ear, eye, intestine, brain,  heart, bones, kidney and all organs.  They cut out the large size organ like a face mask.  Each one puts on the chart mask and says how important he is and how man misuses and abuses.  So he will go on strike and lies down on floor.  Heart will be the last to strike.  Now, when heart had stopped working all organs on floor get up, stagger and beg heart to give up strike.  Once heart slowly gets up, all organs gradually regain strength.  All organs sing together, we are all one man’s organs and so all are one nation’s people.


Like internal organs, each man is indispensable.   Organs should not be exploited or misused.  So are fellow men.


Children sit in a circle.  Each is asked to carry some article and place it at a distance of 5 metres.  When children do alone only a few things, that too light ones, can be moved.  When they join together they can lift even a very heavy article.  Every time they move something they sing together, eleelo ilasaa.  We all are …….       one whole. Separately ……..             no strength!   


1. All persons of a household (Father, mother, brother, sister). Their importance.

2. All persons in the neighbourhood (neighbours, same street friends, same group). Their importance.

3. All persons in the school. (Watchman, teachers, gardener, HM, Officers). Their importance.

4. All public service people in the district (Conservancy workers, Police, Bus drivers). Their importance.

5. What happens if one is NOT available?



Teacher writes on the blackboard

All Need A Pet!


Children sit together.  Draw (cut outs of) domestic animals, birds and other pets. Discuss


Children are given chart papers and a pair of scissors.  They draw cow, bull, horse, dog, cat, parrot, rabbit, love birds and other pets.  They cut out and keep the picture in front of them and start telling their story and their usefulness to the humankind.  Suddenly the bell rings and each one tell how they suffer because of negligence and ill treatment.  The leader (chosen before hand) comes in front and says how the pain can be mitigated.  The leader offers solution. (Proper food; proper cleaning of the pet’s place; showering love and care; making use of expert’s opinion to make life pleasant for the pet; engaging specialists like veterinary doctors, trainers, others who rear pets; precautions during festivals)

All creatures big and small are God’s creation and Man can’t exploit other animals using the god given gift of intelligence.  Let us live together and love other creatures also like our own brothers and sisters.


Children are grouped into threesomes. One is the pet/ domestic animal. Second is the person who loves that animal. Third is the Judge.  The animal says all his/ her joy and pain.  The owner tells how useful the pet is and how he takes care.  Judges hears all and says how best the pet can be treated. Then they all join hands and sing and rotate in circle, “We are all one… We are all brothers… We are all made by God… So we all are equal… No one is small…  No one is big… We are all one…

Don’t Torture!


Children express the ‘feelings’ of books, pencils and articles of everyday usage.  Learn how not to treat the books (like rotating on fingers and dropping them frequently on floor) pencils (chewing or tossing them in the air and dropping), dress (pulling the sleeves or biting the end or not keeping them clean).  They learn how to use the things for a longer time.


Children write on a piece of paper how they treat their books, shoes, pencils, eraser and dress.  They mix up all their writings and at random children pick up a piece of paper.  The luckiest one is one who picks up his/ her own writing!  He/ She is the Judge.  The Judge listens to all complaints from all children who act as book or pencil or pen or dress.  Gives awards or punishment to the user depending on the seriousness of charge.


Life of things can be lengthened if you show proper care.


Children tell in turn stories of articles at home for a long time like an armchair, easy chair grandfather used or clock, Fridge.  They can assume the role of the article and tell the story in first person: “I am a teapot living in this house from 1945! I was made in Kumbakonam and I was bought by your grandmother when she went for a festival… “   The best story is appreciated with a rain clap.


Ask parents about the oldest thing at home.

Trace its origin.  Where it was bought and when?

What are the emotional attachment to the thing?

What is the secret of having it still in a good condition?

Were there any damages and how were the damages mended?

Who is the eldest person in the entire family?  How is his/ her health maintained?



Perfection is Appreciated!

All children are asked to make a simple origami figure, say a boat.  The figures are numbered.  Then among them the best is chosen and appreciated.  


Children sit together.  Take a piece of paper (not necessarily unused; even used paper or newspaper would do) of same dimension. Taught how they can fold it to make a boat.  All try their hands. After finishing, all figures are numbered and displayed.  Children are asked to find the three best ones.  Everyone appreciates the best product by a special clap.  Identify the person who made it.  Now, others try to tell why it is the best.

Finally, the teacher opens out the boat and explains perfect alignment of edges, perfect symmetry and correct folding are the reasons for the boat being chosen as the best.


Perfection is appreciated irrespective of the person making it. Perfection saves time spent on redoing.

Teacher tells the following story:

Many sculptors were engaged in chiselling granite statues and carving beautiful figures on the pillars to be used for the construction of the temple.  One sculptor was taking great care in what he was carving and a simple looking man who was watching asked him, “Where is this beautiful figurine going to be placed?”  The sculptor who was a junior said, “I don’t know.  The head stapati (Chief sculptor) alone knows.”  The man went to the head stapati and asked him the same question.  He referred his blueprint diagram and said, “It is going to be placed in the eastern corner of the mandapam  at a height of 30 feet.”  The man came back to the young sculptor and told him, “Do you know that this figurine is going to be placed in the farthest corner of the hall and that too at a height of 30 feet?  Why should you put in so much of effort for the statue which may not even be looked up by any?”

The young stapati said, “Swamy! (respectful way of calling elders) Go to any sculptor here and ask him the question.  He will say that perfection is expected of each one of us because we are not working for people who living now.  We are creating these for people to appreciate our work many centuries later.  I don’t want anyone to say then ‘what a careless work this stapati had done!’ It would be a blot for not only me also for the Head stapati and the King who asked us to construct this temple.”  

The simpleton was the King in disguise.  He revealed his identity and he appreciated the Head stapati for recruiting such dedicated artisans. 

Children enumerate perfect ways of

 1. making beds

 2. Taking care of their belongings

 3. doing homework. 

4. Tending the plants  

5. Attending to pets



Teacher writes on the blackboard:

Do It Now!


Children are asked to do different tasks like reading a message with an intention to memorise; writing numbers from 7 to 1000 skipping 7 (i.e. 7, 14, 21, 28, 35 . . .), drawing, colouring and playing a game.  Teacher says that after 25 minutes she would come to check and leaves the room.  Children  invariably do what is interesting and not what is essential.


Children are seated with sufficient space in between and strictly told to mind their business and not to disturb neighbouring child unless it is for a game of twosome.  Children are left to themselves without supervision for 25 minutes and after 25 minutes teacher enters to find the progress made.  Finds out how many had completed all the tasks and how many had stopped with only one or two tasks.  She encourages them to find the reason and rectify.


Each wheel in a clock is important for the whole clock to work properly.  Our every single action is interlinked to overall performance.  Time unutilised is time wasted. 


Children are asked to list out their everyday activities.  Every single activity, the time to start and finish it are listed.  Then they mark what is essential and require immediate attention as 1. What is non-essential and not so immediate (urgent) is marked 4.   Non-essential but that needs immediate attention is marked 2.  Essential but that which does not require immediate attention is marked as 3.   They grade their activities as 1/ 2/ 3/ 4 by discussing with friends.

Children learn to fix priorities and adhere to the time schedule.   They learn to take a calculated risk of postponing the essentials that can be accomplished later and allot the time saved to most essential and immediate tasks and non-essential but that have to be done immediately like posting a greeting to a friend a day before the event.


Children take a pad and pen and observe how people allot their time at home, in the shops, in the market places, in the offices like bank, post office, police station, bus stand.

Children also introspect why they don’t complete their home work or keep the home clean.

They make a list of things to be done immediately and reason for postponing the action.

What can be postponed without any immediate pressure?



Teacher writes on the blackboard:

Match Emotion and Action!

Children put up masks of animals.  While all the other children behave as their masks suggest only one has a behaviour exactly opposite.  Soon the other actors  overpower him/ her.


All children have a mask each and behave exactly like their mask suggests.  Only one person will be behaving in a different way.  For ex.  There will be deers, rabbits and elephants.  A tiger will behave like a rabbit and soon the frightened animals knowing the docility of tiger will overpower him/ her.


Behaviour should be consistent with the emotion.   You can’t be talking sweetly when you are angry and can’t laugh when you are sad.


Children are grouped in two rows facing each other.  A child in first row picks up a folded emotion paper and shows some facial expression.  Immediately all members in the opposite row show an expression opposite to it.  Except the one who showed expression, other members of first group try to say what emotion their team mate showed.  The team mate who shows correct expression eliciting the exact opposite from the opposite side gets a point.  Important: Children should not read out the emotion or show to their team mates.


Children enumerate situation where they are angry, sad, happy, frustrated and feel unwelcome.

They also find why they have such emotions.

They try to find out from elders what makes one angry, sad or mad.

They see how their anger, happiness and sadness are expressed.

They see the difference or the mismatch between words and actions.

They note down the mismatch between words and actions.



Teacher writes on the blackboard:

Eat Good Food

Children make a list of all edible items.  As they read out one after the other teacher waves a red/ yellow/ or a green placard signifying non-essential and essential food.





Children take time to write all the food items they eat.  Idly, vadai, noodles, Pizza, groundnut balls, idiyappam, biscuits, cake, cheese, murukku, masal vadai, thayir vadai, rasa vadai, Gobi Manchurian, ice-cream and the like.  When the food item is read teacher picks up a red or yellow or green placard and waves.  Red signifies food to be avoided.  Green is food that is essential.  Yellow is food that is costly but needed in small quantity.  Then teacher tells why a food is considered essential taking in to consideration1. Cost 2. Ingredients 3. Suitability to environment 4. Tradition.  Then children take attempt to classify food as good, bad or ugly.


Eat balanced diet and not the advertised diet that is expensive and lack in nutrition.


Children take up the role of ingredients of our food like rice, wheat, cereals, vegetables, greens, pulses, salt, tamarind, turmeric, ginger and tell the food items in which these are found and the nutritional value of these items.


Children ask parents, friends, elders and neighbours about all the food items they have eaten.  

They find out the food items which are still being prepared now.

They try to get the recipe and ingredients.

They learn the nutritional value of each food.

They learn the cost and labour of making each food item and decide not to waste food or overeat. 


Teacher writes on the blackboard:

Nicknames




Children are asked to write all the nicknames of their friends, classmates, relatives and neighbours and asked to classify the nicknames as good, bad or worse


Children sit in a circle and write on pieces of paper a nickname by which his/ her friends, classmates, relatives, neighbours or even fiction characters are best known.  If the nicknames are suggestive of person’s deficit (like inability to hear or see or walk straight) then they are termed as worst jokes.  If the nicknames ridicule a person’s earlier failure or embarrassing situations or caste or (soiling clothes/ failing in exam/  behaviours like thumb sucking)  then they are poor jokes.  If the nicknames make members laugh heartily and does not offend any, then it is termed as funniest and cleanest joke.


Don’t ridicule a person because of birth defects or odd behaviours or accidental situations.  Even jokes should not be decent and inoffensive. 


Children, one by one blindfold with the long piece of cloth and try to walk straight.  After successfully reaching a distance with the prompts from friends, they relate all the difficulties they faced being unable to see.  They can also add whatever problems such persons feel.  The piece of cloth is used for tying the left hand close to the body and the person is asked to imitate all the daily routines.  Similarly the right hand and legs are tied respectively and all the real and possible problems that might occur due to restricted limb movements or lack of limbs is narrated.  Other children or teachers can supplement. 


Children list all the nicknames in the family and ask why such nicknames were used.  They classify the nicknames as funny, insulting, offensive and worst.

Children try to call birds and animals in nicknames and state reasons.  It can be the already known ones (crow is scavenger of the sky).

Children ask parents to narrate to them all the problems encountered by challenged persons in their daily life, social life, economic activities.

Children learn how they can help such persons.


Teacher writes on the blackboard:

Say what you mean

Children learn to distinguish between clear words and confusing talk.  They learn the difficulties posed by language deficit.


Children draw and colour domestic instruments and gadgets.  They name them and describe their uses.  After exhausting discussion on drawn figures of tools/ instruments/ gadgets they learn to name the parts of items and improve their vocabulary.  Likewise they learn the difference between clear instructions and confusing terms.  They write a list of common words that may mean differently.  Drink (can mean plain water or liquor), ‘hand is long’ may mean both lengthy hand and a thief.  The dual meaning puns are listed and real meaning appreciated.


Clear communication is essential for peaceful co-existence.  Don’t use vague of misleading words.


A boy first eats quickly all the food items he dislikes so that he can eat comfortably the food he enjoys more.  The host misunderstands it as his liking for the food item makes him eat it first.  He keeps serving the same food again and again.  Finally the guest tells the host that he hates the sight of the food item he had eaten first.  He also says that he hates wasting food by leaving the uneaten food on the plate.  He was explained that the wrong signal he is giving others by doing  things in his own way unlike others during a difficult time is the reason for his problem.

Children are asked to enact the drama and also explain how such situation can be corrected.  Children decide the script writer and director.


Children make a list of gestures and activities that show the interest of people.  

Children make a list of parents’ favourite food item and how they express their liking for it at home and in public places.

They make a list of disliked food items.  

They make a list of uncomfortable situations.  

They make a list of embarrassing circumstances.

Children give reasons.  If they don’t have reasons they attempt to find out.  

How do they express their dislike by words and non-words (facial expressions/ gestures)?

.



Teacher writes on the blackboard:

For Every Action there is a Meaning

Children list out all the works done at home and classify the works as joyful, uninteresting and hateful.  They discuss how hateful work is avoided and the consequences of  avoiding the work.  


Children are asked about all the work they have to do at home.  They have to mark the work as joyful, uninteresting, tiresome, and hateful.  They have to find how the tiresome and hateful works are avoided.


Every work is important.  Don’t put off work because it is difficult. You can’t avoid work.

Children stand in 4 rows. Teacher calls out joyful or uninteresting or tiresome or hateful. For joyful children QUICKLY TURN to right. For UNINTERESTING they turn slowly to right; for TIRESOME, more slowly to the right. For HATEFUL they can turn in any direction. Teacher calls out commands at random, but gives the next command only after all children finish their turning. They learn that one person’s slowness slows down the group.  People’s laziness hinders progress of nation.

Children make out a list of all work to be done at home.
(Fetching water; cleaning the floor; ironing dress; washing clothes; eating; cooking….)

They label them as joyful, hateful, tiresome and uninteresting.   In the next session they discuss how hateful can be converted to joyful; how uninteresting and tiresome can be made interesting.

Teacher writes on the blackboard:

Our Own Ladders

Children list out all the activities and people involved in making that activity happen.  Teacher explains that the milk we drink requires milkman to bring the milk. Mother to boil the milk.  Milkman needs cowherds to tend cows and milk the cows. The lorry driver to transport from farm to our home;  Farmer who grows feed for cows. Children write on separate cards MILK, MOTHER, MILK COOKER, COW, COWHERD and place the cards on below the other. 

Children walk up to the table and say what they do from the time they get up in the morning (one activity per person).  A list is made. Children walk up again and list out the workers who make it happen.  Teachers add more persons or workers.  Repetition is allowed.  (E.g.  Activity: I get up from bed.   Workers: Weaver who weaved the blanket. Weaver who weaved the mat.  Tailor who stitched the pillow cover.  Cotton farmer who grew cotton.) The workers’ names are written on the cards and arranged as card house.  Even when one card is pulled out the card house collapses.


Children learn about all the workers who make our lives smoother.  The society stands on the shoulders of many workers who are unsung heroes.


People decide to find who is the most essential person in the country.  All persons assemble: The ruler, the generals, merchants, traders, doctors, advocates, judges, workers and many more.  Finally when they debate they find that the lowest paid worker, a scavenger, is as important as the ruler.  All are equal.


Children make a list of activities and people who are making it happen.  

Children make a list of people who are even indirectly responsible.  Tailor makes dress but the boy who stitches button helps him.  Cotton farm worker produces the cotton; the weaver who weaves.
They make a list of activities they can do by themselves.  Only one remains.  Studying. 



Teacher writes on the blackboard:
Use money carefully

The teacher gives to all participants equal amount of paper currency.  There are activity corners with fee for each activity.  School, college, railway station, office, video games, playground, provision shop, cloth shop, house rent, ice cream shop, Hotel teashop, doctor, transport (Bus, car, auto), and all activities that cost money.

Children choose to do activities or remain doing nothing.  Every two minutes teacher calls out NEXT DAY.  Children have to do essential activities like eating, bathing by paying for every activity.  Finally they count how much they have.  Those who lose all money are eliminated.

Essential activities should be given top priority and wasteful activities only when there is more money

Children try to compose a song.
Money is needed for eating, bathing, studying and sleeping.

Money is needed for travelling, meeting friends and going to temples.

Money is wasted in video games and cinemas.


Children list out the effectiveness of spending money on activities. 

Activities that make money return in more quantity (investment, education).  

Activities that lose money (TV, video, phones).  

Money remains but health is affected (Not taking food, not going for school) resulting in hospital or doctor expenses.


Teacher writes on the blackboard:

Why stop?
Teacher asks students to list out things at home which have grown out of use and still in good condition.  When the list is completed children say what they need and exchange the pieces of paper on which the things are noted  (one thing per paper).  What ever is unclaimed will be piled up in the middle.

The colour balls are circulated among students.  When whistle blows children retain the ball on hand. The tell why certain thing was considered as waste at home.  They also say why they chose to get a thing from others.  Finally children discuss the alternate use to which ‘waste’ can be converted.

Don’t waste.  Utilise.  Recycle.

Waster, hoarder and utiliser see the same thing and comment according to their mind set.  (A small pencil.  Waster: I will throw it away.  What is the use?  Hoarder: It is too small.  But I will keep it so that I can use later.  Utiliser: I will push it into a used ballpen and use it until it is fully used.)

Children list out the articles at home which are not used but and not given away to others.
They list out the things that clutter.

They list out unusable items because of change of technology.

They find how the waste can be used.  (Useless CD made into a craft work.  Old papers made into paper Mache dolls.) 



Teacher writes on the blackboard:

For Every Action there is a Meaning


Children list out all the works done at home and classify the works as joyful, uninteresting and hateful.  They discuss how hateful work is avoided and the consequences of  avoiding the work.  


Children are asked about all the work they have to do at home.  They have to mark the work as joyful, uninteresting, tiresome, and hateful.  They have to find how the tiresome and hateful works are avoided.


Whether the work is joyful are not, essential work cannot be avoided.  If the work is a drudgery make it interesting.


Children take turn to throw red ball left most basket; green ball in middle basket; blue ball in the right most basket.  They miss or misthrow in wrong baskets.  When the send all balls to one basket, they get expertise.


Children make a list of works done by everyone at home:  Parents, elders and even youngsters.  They mark with red the hateful job; mark with green the joyful jobs and with blue the intermediary jobs.

They also list out ways of making the hateful jobs a joyous one.

They also list out what will happen if the work is not done.



Teacher writes on the blackboard:

Remember

Children pick up folded papers.  Read out situations:  going on a tour, a train journey to a far off place, examination, visiting a sick person in hospital, going for a birthday function.  They right all they require.


Children take turns to read out their situation and the list of things (or precautions) to be taken to make full use of situation.  Other children help with suggestions.  Teacher finally says what is left out.


Remembering to do things is aided by lists.  Making lists or reminders is helpful in reducing anxiety.


Children are grouped in two rows facing each other.  A child in first row picks up a folded situation paper and says what are needed for that situation.  Immediately all members in the opposite row ask what will happen if that thing is not taken.  The group that comes with most number of ideas wins.


Children enumerate situations.

List out things needed.

List out possible outcome of forgetting.

Labels them as disaster/ inconvenient/ inconsequential.
Suggest alternatives for the things forgotten.

Ask parents about situations where they were embarrassed because of their poor organisation or forgetting to take things.



Teacher writes on the blackboard:

Use money carefully

The teacher gives to all participants equal amount of paper currency.  There are activity corners with fee for each activity.  School, college, railway station, office, video games, playground, provision shop, cloth shop, house rent, ice cream shop, Hotel teashop, doctor, transport (Bus, car, auto), and all activities that cost money.


Children choose to do activities or remain doing nothing.  Every two minutes teacher calls out NEXT DAY.  Children have to do essential activities like eating, bathing by paying for every activity.  Finally they count how much they have.  Those who lose all money are eliminated.


Essential activities should be given top priority and wasteful activities only when there is more money


Children try to compose a song.

Money is needed for eating, bathing, studying and sleeping.

Money is needed for travelling, meeting friends and going to temples.

Money is wasted in video games and cinemas.

Money is wasted in Hotels and restaurants. 


Children list out the effectiveness of spending money on activities. 

Activities that make money return in more quantity (investment, education).  

Activities that lose money (TV, video, phones).  

Money remains but health is affected (Not taking food, not going for school) resulting in hospital or doctor expenses.



Teacher writes on the blackboard:

All need food

The students list out people who go without food.  They also think of situations where even rich people go without food.  Children form groups and discuss about lack of food due to poverty, flood, war, earthquake or natural disaster.  Then they discuss how  those without food can be helped.

Children write on four pieces of paper 1. Poverty  2. Flood  3. War  4. Tsunami or earthquake.  Then they group together and discuss why food is not available in such situations.  They also discuss solutions for each situation.  They plan how food can be cooked, served and essential items bought or transported or imported.  Those who have more share with those who don’t have.

Food is essential for all. Those who have more have to share with those who have less or none.

Children take up roles of Greed, Hoarding, Black-market, Merchants, Looters, Philanthropists and also animals like cow, horse, birds like chicken, duck.  Each acts his role relevant to flood, war, tsunami, earth quake and poverty.

Children list out what will happen if people don’t have food to eat?
Children suggest ways of preventing theft, burglary or looting.

Children suggest ways to prevent hoarding.

Children also find about  other problems due to flood, earthquake or tsunami like fire/ flooding/ destruction of houses and such calamities that aggravate the situation.

Children also list out other animals and creatures who suffer.



Teacher writes on the blackboard:

Anger is DANGER

The students list emotions like Fear → feeling afraid.  Anger → feeling angry. Sadness → feeling sad. for example when someone has died) or depression (feeling sad for a long time). Some people think depression is a different emotion. Joy → feeling happy. Disgust → feeling something is wrong or dirty. Trust → a positive emotion; admiration is stronger; acceptance is weaker. Anticipation → in the sense of looking forward positively to something which is going to happen. Expectation is more neutral and Surprise → how one feels when something unexpected happens 

Children write on eight pieces of paper 1. Fear  2. Anger  3. Sadness  4. Joy.  5. Disgust 6. Trust 7. Anticipation.  8. Surprise. Then they group together and discuss how people express their emotion. They learn how their face turn for each emotion.  The harmful effect of certain emotions and healthy attitude generated by emotions like joy  and surprise

Emotion is essential for all. Those who have more control are respected in the society!  

A child starts a story of a person with one emotion and then another joins to say another emotion.  Thus for 8 emotions eight children come forward and express the emotion read from the card.  While expressing other members say what are the harmful effects of each emotion.  All take turns.

Children list out emotions and try to find out what will happen if certain emotions are expressed.

What will happen when certain emotions are suppressed.
How emotions are connected to each other.

Children list out consequences of each emotion.

They try to find out how father behaves when he is emotional.

They survey the most predominant emotion in the family and who causes it.



Teacher writes on the blackboard:

Everyone is a master

The students sit in a circle and pass a ball saying one talent they have. The next person says the talent of first person and adds his/ her talent. The group members take turn to add talents already had or imagined or even one they want to have.

Children sit in circle.  First person tells his/ her name and adds the talent he/ she has/likes/ wishes to develop.  The second person says Renukha has singing talent and I, Sumitra have drawing talent.  The third person says Renukha can sing,  Sumitra can draw and I, Rajiv,  can dance and so on.  Each mimics the talent also

Everyone has a talent.


Cuckoo can sing
Peacock can dance

Birds can build nest (More animals, birds and their talents are included in the song)

I can do my best.


Children list out the talents needed by professionals like 
· doctor,
· nurse

· engineer, 
· advocate, 
· auditor, 
· mason and so on.



Teacher writes on the blackboard:

Reading is life-long

The children list out from LKG, UKG to Ph D.  They write LKG on a paper and fold it.  UKG on another paper and fold it. After having enough number of studies, they pick their lot and tell what they will learn in that standard.  Teacher also helps.

Children write on pieces of paper LKG, UKG, First Standard, Sixth class, Plus Two, B Ed, B A, MA, M Ed, Geology, Physics and so on.   They pick up their lot and explain what they will learn.  Some may get ‘Retired’ or ‘housewife’ or ‘injured’ or ‘ill’ also.  They would say what they would read.

Reading does not stop with school.  It continues till end.

Children stand in two rows facing each other.  One group decides on jobs like carpentry, masonry, typing, gardening and mimes or mimics.  The other group has to find out the work!   Then the groups switch over.  Guessing group becomes mimicking group.

Children list out the body part most used in
1. Carpentry

2. Masonry

3. Typing

4. Accounting

5. Shoe making

6. Tailoring

7. Cooking

8. Gardening and so on.
